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I am delighted to announce that Bishop 
Blase Cupich will be with us next weekend (August 
21-22) to make the Annual Mission Appeal here at 
St. Paul’s. Bishop Cupich will preach at all the 
Masses on behalf of the missions in his diocese of 
Rapid City, South Dakota. The Diocese of Rapid 
City is a very small diocese in terms of the number 
of Catholics (under 30,000) compared to our 
Diocese of Columbus (over 250,000); but it 
comprises a vast area of 43,000 square miles 
which is slightly bigger than the entire area of our 
State of Ohio.  (Sioux Falls is the other diocese in 
South Dakota and it too covers a large area.) As 
you can imagine, there are many mission territories 
in Bishop Cupich’s sparsely populated diocese.  
These missions primarily serve Native Americans 
and the bishop’s homily will focus on their need for 
our support. 

Many of you will remember Bishop Blase 
from his time in Columbus in the 1990s when he 
was Rector of the Josephinum and when he served 
with distinction as a weekend Associate here at St. 
Paul’s. I had the blessing of serving under the 
leadership of then Fr. Cupich when I taught at the 
Josephinum.  It will be a pleasure to see him again 
and to welcome him to our community. I ask that 
you also give him a warm welcome and that you 
open your generous hearts to the worthy cause 
which he will preach. 

You might also congratulate Bishop Cupich 
on his recent appointment as bishop of Spokane, 
Washington where he will be installed on 
September 3. 

Every Catholic is called to be a missionary 
to spread the Good News. Here is an opportunity 
for us to help fulfill this calling.
